The Journey to Yamunotri Begins.

Day 01: Haridwar - Barkot (239 KM/7 - 8 Hrs) Height: 1352 MTS.

Start your day early, and get ready to embark on your spiritual journey to
Yamunotri, the source of the sacred Yamuna River and the first stop of the revered Chardham Yatra.

Embark on a Scenic Drive to Barkot.

Enjoy a picturesque drive to Barkot via Mussoorie, where you will have the
opportunity to explore Mussoorie Lake and Kempty Falls. Afterward, proceed
directly to Barkot and check into your hotel upon arrival.

Badkot, located in the picturesque state of Uttarakhand, India, is a hidden
gem waiting to be explored. This quaint town is nestled amidst the majestic
Himalayas, offering breathtaking views and a serene atmosphere. Badkot is
known for its rich historical significance, being an ancient pilgrimage site for
Hindus. The town’s cultural heritage is reflected in its vibrant festivals and
traditional practices, making it a must-visit destination for history buffs and
nature lovers alike.

Relax and enjoy an overnight stay in Barkot. The weather in Barkot is generally pleasant during summer,
with temperatures ranging between 25 - 30 degrees Celsius, while winter nights can be cold, with
temperatures ranging from 10 to 5 degrees Celsius.

On Day 2, the journey begins early in the morning with a 36-kilometer drive from Barkot to
Janki Chatti, the base point for the trek to Yamunotri.

The scenic drive takes you through picturesque valleys, lush greenery, and serene landscapes,
offering glimpses of the majestic Himalayan ranges.

From Janki Chatti, a 6-kilometer trek (one way) leads to the sacred Yamunotri
Temple, nestled at an altitude of 3,235 meters. The trek can be undertaken on
foot, horseback, or via a palanquin (palki) service for convenience. The trail is
adorned with stunning natural beauty, including dense forests, cascading water-
-falls, and vibrant flowers, creating a peaceful and rejuvenating experience.

Upon reaching Yamunotri, pilgrims visit the revered temple dedicated to Goddess Yamuna, one
of the four Char Dham destinations. Nearby, the Surya Kund (a hot water spring) offers an
opportunity to cook rice or potatoes, which are then offered as prasad. Devotees also take a
holy dip in the nearby Yamuna River and perform puja rituals.

After spending time in Yamunotri, the trek back to Janki Chatti is followed by the return drive to
Barkot.

Mythological Significance of Yamunotri

Yamunotri is dedicated to Yamuna, the goddess and the river that holds immense
importance in Hinduism. According to various Hindu scriptures and myths, the
Yamuna River is the daughter of Surya, the Sun God, and Sanjna, the daughter of
Vishvakarma, the architect of the gods. Yamuna is believed to be the sister of
Yama, the god of death, and because of this relationship, she is considered to be
extremely powerful in protecting devotees from untimely death.

The Sacred Ponds of Yamunotri

At Yamunotri, there are several hot water springs near the temple,
which are believed to be sacred. The Surya Kund is one such thermal
spring, where pilgrims often cook rice or potatoes in the boiling hot
water as an offering to the goddess.

The belief is that these offerings, when cooked in the hot springs, are
highly auspicious.

The Gulab Kund and Suryakund are other notable ponds in the area.
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Day 03: Barkot - Uttarkashi, Altitude: 1,352 Mtr.
Distance: 100 km (approximately 4 hours drive)

Uttarkashi, situated in the basin of the Himalayas is blessed with peace

& natural beauty that attract people who are lovers of nature & spirituality.
For a pilgrim or a traveller who is seeking adventure, there is no shortage of
places to visit in Uttarkashi as the district is filled with beautiful tourist
destinations.

On Day 3, the journey continues with a scenic drive from Barkot to Uttarkashi. The 100-
-kilometer drive takes approximately 4 hours, passing through enchanting landscapes
of lush green valleys, towering mountains, and quaint villages.

After enjoying a hearty breakfast, set out for Uttarkashi, a serene and spiritual town located
along the banks of the Bhagirathi River.

Check into your hotel and relax. Later, you may explore nearby town's spiritual attractions.

Uttarkashi, also known as the "Kashi of the North," is a gateway to
several trekking routes and is surrounded by serene landscapes &
rich cultural heritage.

The temple Kashi Vishwanath is a prominent spiritual site and holds immense significance
for devotees. Another key attraction in Uttarkashi is the Shakti Temple, home to a massive
trishul (trident) believed to symbolize the divine power of Goddess Durga.

Enjoy an overnight stay in Uttarkashi.




Day 04: Uttarkashi - Gangotri - Uttarkashi, Altitude: 3,048 meters
Distance: 100 km (one way; approximately 3-4 hours each side)

The day begins early with a drive from Uttarkashi to Gangotri, one of the most 3
sacred Char Dham pilgrimage sites. The route takes you through stunning landscapes
featuring dense forests, cascading waterfalls, and the majestic Himalayan ranges. S

The drive follows the Bhagirathi River, offering mesmerizing views along the way.

On Day 4, Upon arrival at Gangotri, visit the Gangotri Temple, dedicated to Goddess Ganga.
This sacred shrine marks the origin of the holy Ganges River (known as Bhagirathi here) and
holds immense significance for Hindu pilgrims. Participate in the puja rituals and take a dip

in the icy waters of the Bhagirathi River at the Surya Kund to cleanse your soul and seek divine
blessings.

Spend some time soaking in the serene surroundings of Gangotri, with its spiritual aura and
breathtaking natural beauty.

Gangotri Dham is one of the four sacred Char Dham pilgrimage sites in Uttarakhand
and holds immense religious significance in Hinduism. It is the origin point of the holy
River Ganga, which flows as the Bhagirathi River at Gangotri.

The site is surrounded by towering Himalayan peaks and offers a tranquil, spiritual
environment.

According to Hindu mythology, Goddess Ganga descended to Earth as a river to purify the ashes of King Bhagirath’
s ancestors. Lord Shiva caught her in his matted hair to reduce her ferocious flow, allowing her to descend gently.

Gangotri Temple, Bhagirathi Shila, Surya Kund and Gauri Kund, River Ganga’ s Origin

_ Spiritual Practices: Pilgrims perform rituals, pujas, and aarti ceremonies to honor Goddess Ganga. The temple

opens in May (Akshaya Tritiya) and closes in November (Diwali) when the idol is moved to Mukhba village for
winter worship.

Mythological and Religious Significance of

Gangotri and the Ganga River

The Ganga River is often personified as the goddess Ganga in Hindu mythology.
According to the myth, the Ganga is considered a divine river that
flows from the heavens to the Earth to purify the souls of the living and to grant them salvation.

The most famous story about the Ganga River’s descent to Earth is found in the ancient Hindu epic,
the Ramayana and the Mahabharata. According to legend, the Ganga was once a celestial river =i
flowing in the heavens. However, when King Bhagirath prayed to the gods for the Ganga to come
down to Earth to purify the ashes of his ancestors and grant them salvation, the mighty river descended
from the heavens. To prevent the Earth from being overwhelmed by the force of the Ganga’s descent,
Lord Shiva caught the river in his hair, and it was released in multiple streams.

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The Gangotri Glacier: Source of the Ganga

The Gangotri Glacier, located in the Garhwal Himalayas, is considered the source of the Ganga River.
The glacier is situated at an altitude of about 4,100 meters (13,500 feet) above sea level and is
the origin of the river Bhagirathi, which later becomes the Ganga.At the base of the Gangotri
Glacier lies the Gaumukh, which is a rocky mouth-shaped formation from where
the Ganga River emerges in the form of icy streams. Pilgrims often trek to Gaumukh, which
is around 18 kilometers (11 miles) from Gangotri Temple, to witness the source of the sacred river.
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Day 05: Uttarkashi - Guptkashi/Sersi, Sitapur Altitude: 1,319 meters
Distance: 220+ km (approximately 8-9 hours drive)

After breakfast, embark on a scenic drive to Guptkashi via
Moolgarh & Lambgoan, along the beautiful Mandakini River.

Dedicated to Lord Vishnu, it holds immense spiritual significance as part of the
Char Dham and Chota Char Dham Yatra. Surrounded by snow-capped peaks and the gushing
Alaknanda River, the temple’s serene location adds to its divine aura. According to legend,
Adi Shankaracharya established the temple in the 8th century to revive Hinduism.
The main deity, Lord Badri Narayan, is depicted in a meditative posture under a Badri tree,
symbolizing penance and spirituality.

The temple architecture is both simple and elegant, with its brightly colored facade standing in
harmony with the surrounding natural splendor. A bath in the nearby Tapt Kund, a natural hot spring
believed to have therapeutic and purifying properties, is a customary ritual for pilgrims before
entering the shrine. The temple complex also features smaller shrines dedicated
to other deities, enhancing its sanctity. Open from late April or early May to November, the temple
attracts millions of devotees each year. The spiritual ambiance during the daily aarti (prayer ceremony),
combined with the natural grandeur, leaves an indelible impression on visitors.

Whether one is seeking divine blessings or simply looking to connect with the tranquility of nature,
Badrinath Dham is an experience that transcends
the physical realm, offering a journey into faith, devotion, and inner peace.

These items are essential as the climate is highly unpredictable and changes abruptly from sunny
weather to rain and snow.
